








CURRICULUM

Children are offered a curriculum which is broad,
balanced and provides opportunities for creative
learning experiences to enhance the learning

in the classroom. It is carefully planned and gives
children time and the opportunity to learn
through a variety of activities including practical
investigation, problem solving and research.

The development of basic skills is enhanced
through the structured integration and links to
other areas of the curriculum. Children are
engaged in a wide variety of tasks, and activities,
which relates learning more directly to them and
the world around them. The KS2 National
Curriculum provides a strong framework which
supports the work of the school.

KS2 NATIONAL
CURRICULUM

KS2 covers the The National Curriculum and is
comprised of four core subjects, six foundation
subjects and religious education. We offer Literacy
(basic skills, knowledge and understanding and
across other curriculum subject areas),
Mathematics, Science, Information Communication
Technology (ICT) as the four core subjects and Art,
Design Technology, Geography, History, Music,
Physical Education (PE), PSHCE (personal, social,
health, citizenship education), French as the
foundation subjects.

LITERACY

The school places great emphasis on the
development of listening, speaking, reading
and writing skills. Children are encouraged to
communicate effectively through spoken and
written English and to read widely for enjoyment
and information. Children’s listening skKills are
developed through class and group discussion,
individual conversation, a variety of media and
ICT resources and story.

The school aims to promote a positive attitude to
reading. As children become more independent
readers, reading at home remains a high priority
to support the development of more sophisticated
levels of comprehension which is so important in
the years leading up to Secondary school.

The children are given many opportunities to

write for a variety of purposes and for different
audiences. Writing experiences includes balancing
imaginative and factual writing, handwriting and
spelling. Literacy is an integral part of any
curriculum area and purposeful links are made

as much as possible.

MATHEMATICS

Classes are mixed ability and planning/assessment
is based on National Primary Framework. Various
approaches are used ranging from whole class
teaching to individual activities, including problem

solving, investigations and mental arithmetic in
addition to more formal activities. The curriculum
is differentiated and children progress at their own
level. We teach children to apply mathematical
skills, knowledge and understanding to a range

of everyday situations and to acquire and use
appropriate mathematical vocabulary.




INFORMATION &
COMMUNICATION
TECHNOLOGY

As ICT is encountered more and more frequently
in everyday life, we aim to equip the children
with the skills to use technology confidently
whilst being aware of how it can be used through
a variety of activities across the curriculum and
real applications in everyday life. The school has
a 30 workstation computer suite and there is
access to computers in the classroom. All class-
rooms are fitted with interactive whiteboards and
I.C.T. is featured across the curriculum. E-safety
is a priority across the school with children
learning how to keep themselves safe at school
and home while using the internet.

RELIGIOUS
EDUCATION

Religious Education is taught in a caring and

sensitive manner as an integral part of the
curriculum within the framework of the Harrow
Agreed Syllabus. Children are helped both to gain
an understanding of their own identity and to share
an empathy with the beliefs and traditions of others.

School assemblies play an important part of school
life. There is a daily session of collective worship
which is either whole school or class based. It gives
the children an opportunity to gather together as a
community. It is a means of promoting qualities of
consideration and respect for others and of fostering
a reflective approach to the experiences, beliefs and
religious practice of others. Parents who do not wish
their children to attend assemblies or take part in
religious education should contact the Headteacher.
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SCIENCE

Children have enquiring minds and want to find
out more about themselves and the world around
them. Through, scientific investigations, data
collection and analysis children develop their

scientific concepts, skills and knowledge. The
school encourages an appreciation of science
as a significant part of our heritage and guides
the children towards an appreciation of their
place in the world in the light of rapid scientific
and technological change.

PERSONAL
SOCIAL, HEALTH
AND CITIZENSHIP
EDUCATION (psHcE)

The PSHCE programme promotes the knowledge,
skills and understanding that are essential for the
personal and social development of the children.
This will help prepare them for the opportunities,
responsibilities and experiences in all areas of their
life now and prepares them to be confident citizens
for the future.

Sex & Relationship Education is set within the
context of PSHCE. Children will undertake Sex &
Relationship Education every year during their time
at the school. Biologjcal facts are covered but the
emphasis throughout will be on teaching social and
emotional aspects with sensitivity. Resources used
are made available to parents in an information
session each year. If parents wish to withdraw their
children from Sex & Relationship Education they
should contact the Headteacher.




PHYSICAL
EDUCATION

PE programme encompasses games, dance,
athletics, swimming (currently Year 4 and 5)

and gymnastics. We aim to develop confidence,
self-awareness and enjoyment of physical activities
and to encourage ideals of sportsmanship. The
school enter teams for Harrow Sports events and
competitions. A variety of out of school hours clubs
provide additional opportunities for children to
experience many different sporting activities.

A highlight for children in Year 5 and 6 is having the
opportunity to visit outdoor activities centres. Year
5 enjoy two days at Hillingdon Outdoor Centre and
Year 6 experience a 5 day residential trip at a PGL
Centre in Devon.

MUSIC

One of the strengths of the school is music.

A specialist music teacher delivers the music
curriculum to all children across the school. There
are opportunities for children to take up a musical
instrument with a visiting music teacher. All children
in Year 6 learn to play the steel pans. Musical
activities extend to school choir, a concert band,
opportunities to perform music in concerts and
productions throughout the year.

PUPIL
ASSESSMENT

For all children in our school, on-going assessment
throughout each year and regular formal
assessment enhances teachers’ professional
ability to judge the progress made by individual
children. This assessment informs targets set to
further your child’s education. Detailed records
are kept and monitored regularly to keep track of
children’s progress. Focus groups are put in place
for additional support or to extend learning. Our
Inclusion Leader oversees support programmes
for all children with additional needs.

During Year 6 teachers are required to prepare
children for formal assessment. KS2 statutory
assessment testing takes place in Summer term
and relates to nationally established criteria in
English and Mathematics. In addition, teachers
use their professional judgements and evidence
to assess Science.

SPECIAL
EDUCATIONAL
NEEDS

We see children as individuals and we have a

network of support for children within the school.
The teaching of pupils with learning difficulties and
disabilities and those who are learning English as
an additional language is carefully planned and
progress monitored. As well as providing support
through the school’s own provision we regularly seek
expert advice through effective partnerships with
outside agencies.

ART, DESIGN & TECHNOLOGY,
HISTORY, GEOGRAPHY AND FRENCH

A broad and balanced curriculum means that children have access to a curriculum that is creative, explorative
and engaging. These foundation subjects build children’s skills and knowledge in a variety of ways that equips
them to make sense of the world around at the same time as building upon individual strengths and talents.
This is done through learning experiences in the classroom, links with local high schools, expert visitors and

school trips into the community.
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EXTRA
CURRICULAR
ACTIVITIES

A number of activities are run at lunchtimes

and after school by staff or outside providers.
The activities vary from term to term but have
included football, netball, drama, music, tennis
and a lunchtime book club. Notes are sent home
advising children and parents of clubs running
for each term.
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HEALTH AND
SAFETY

Sickness - We will let you know if your child isiill

or requires medical attention. Please ensure your
contact number is up-to-date; updated parental
contact forms are requested each September.

For safety reasons, medicines and pills are not
permitted to be sent to school unless a parent
brings them to Welfare. An Authorisation Form

is completed in Welfare if it is necessary for
medicine, which has been prescribed by the
doctor, to be given to children during school hours.
Inhalers must be given to Welfare and an Asthma
plan completed. Please make sure that the school
is aware of any medical problems either via the
Contact Form or by letter.

Personal Safety - In the interests of children’s safety
and welfare it is important that children should not
wear jewellery in school. If children do wear stud
earrings, parents must take responsibility for
accidents occurring during school time arisingas a
result. However, the wearing of earrings for PE and
swimming is not allowed.

BEHAVIOUR
POLICY

It is our policy to set very clear and consistent
boundaries within which good behaviour is
promoted and unacceptable behaviour is
discouraged. Consequences are clear and levelled
for good and unacceptable behaviour. We promote
a caring environment which encourages mutual
respect, consideration and self-responsibility.
School rules exist to ensure the safety and well
being of the children. Behaviour is good at Pinner
Park Junior and we learn together in a caring
environment based on mutual respect.

LINKS WITH THE
COMMUNITY

Pinner Park Junior seeks to be involved in the

local community. Parents are always welcome and
other members of the community are invited to
school events. We have active links with the Infant
School, local high schools and volunteers from
Transage regularly work with the pupils. We have
a strong Governing Body and an active successful
Parents’ Association who raise funds for school
through a series of fun events.
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PARENTS AS
PARTNERS

We aim to develop a positive partnership between
home and school to ensure that children grow and
develop in a secure and rewarding environment. We
are working to continue to strengthen involvement
of parents to help you gain a better understanding of
what is happening in your child’s school.

In addition to Learning Consultations with the class
teacher, we offer a ‘Meet the teacher’ session where
you can find out about the work your child will be
covering and the organisation of the class. Each
summer term, you will receive a written report on
your child’s progress and achievements.

Partnership is a two way process and we rely on
you to share important information about child/
home circumstances with us through our ‘Link
Book’ and to support school events and activities.
We impress on parents the importance of home
influence on children’s achievements and
attitudes to learning,

If you have the time we would love to see you in
school. All help, both in and out of the classroom,
on a regular basis or as a ‘one-off’ for a particular
purpose, is very welcome. Please either contact the
Headteacher or speak to your child’s class teacher.

SAFEGUARDING
MATTERS

Security - Parents and other visitors to school are
requested to use the front entrance only and sign in
the Visitors’ Book so that we are aware of all people
who are on the premises.

For safety reasons children are not allowed to
open outer doors even for people they know,

or to talk to adults over the fence when on the
playground. At Pinner Park Junior School we are
committed to safeguarding and promoting the
welfare of all children, in line with the duty placed
on us by section 175 of the Education Act 2002.
We strongly believe that all children have the
right to feel safe and to be protected from any
type of abuse.

At our school safeguarding encompasses child
protection, safer recruitment, managing allegations
against member of staff as well our approach to the
Child In Need process. It is also supported by our
approach to behaviour management, our response
to managing bullying, our response to care and
control, our response to children who are absent
from school and our health and safety procedures.
These are documented in separate policies
available upon request.

The procedures will be followed if an allegation or a
disclosure is made in school and external services
will be informed if appropriate, or guidance and
advice sought.
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ATTENDANCE
AND ABSENCE

It is in everybody’s interest for a child’s
whereabouts to be known at all times. If a child
is absent from school for any reason, parents are
legally required to inform the school by letter or
telephone, preferably in the morning. Office staff
will phone you on the first morning of absence if
we have not received any notification. Notes are
required for any absence from schooal, including
medical and dental visits. Notes are also required
if for any reason a child has to miss a PE or
swimming lesson.

Parents wishing to take their children on holiday
during term time must complete a Request for
Authorisation of Absence (available from school)
BEFORE the period of absence. However, we do
ask that parents give serious consideration to
absence during term time and avoid, wherever
possible, taking children out of school at any time
(even for a short time) as this is disruptive and
detrimental to their children’s education.

Holiday absences will not generally be authorised
according to School Policy and should be
discussed with the Headteacher in advance.

For Health & Safety reasons, children should not
arrive at school before 8.45am or remain on the
premises after 3.30pm unless taking part in
supervised extra-curricular activities. The school
cannot be held responsible for any incident which
may occur before and after those periods.

Children will only be allowed into school before
8.55am if the weather is considered unsuitable.
Playgrounds are fully supervised before school
and during breaktimes.

ADMISSION
POLICY

Harrow Local Authority has an admission policy
for children applying to transfer from the Infant
to Junior School at the end of Year 2. Information
is distributed at the appropriate time for pupils
transferring from Infant school or current pupils
transferring to high school.
